The center managers are trained in fall
prevention so they can educate the
community by having classes at the senior
centers, personal care homes and
apartment complexes. The Fall
Prevention Program (Healthy Steps for
Older Adults) was developed by the state
and focuses on balance, medication,
exercise, and environmental hazards that
cause falls. One out of three people over
65 fall at least once a year, and half of
those who break a hip do not fully recover.
